* Assist in positioning traffic control devices around work zones to conform with the manual on Uniform
Traffic Control Devices, direct traffic around work zones using traffic control devices, hand signals and
two way radios.

» Gather necessary tools and equipment needed for the day and assist in loading onto the truck, cleans
tools and equipment and ensure proper storage.

* Attend departmental and safety meetings as required, maintain uniforms and safety attire to conform to
proper dress code and safety rules at all time, performs additional tasks in support of the department as
needed or upon request.
